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1 Introduction

1.1 Overview

World Clocks (WC) application allows the user to quickly view the time and date from various time 
zones from around the world.

WC can display as many time zones that will fit on the user’s display.

Features of WC:

• The format of both the date and time is user selectable.  
• The user can select either a Vertical (default) or horizontal layout.
• The user can select either round (default) or rectangle country flags.
• The default font size for the ‘Time’ value is 18 which can be set to a higher or lower value.  
• By default on Windows, WC will not be displayed on the Taskbar (user changeable).
• WC will be displayed on top of other open windows (user changeable). 
• WC allows normal (default) or dark mode display of the application.

There are 4 fields displayed for each time zone.  Location, Time, UTC and Date.  The font size for 
each field is as follows:

• The ‘Time’ field is controlled by the ‘Font size for Time’ on the Settings window.
• The location and date fields are 4 pixels smaller than the value set for the ‘Font size for Time’ 

on the Settings window.
• The UTC field is 6 pixels smaller than the value set for the ‘Font size for Time’ on the Settings 

window.

If the ‘Date’ field’s font color is red then the time zone is a day behind the end-user’s time zone.  If the
‘Date’ field’s font color is magenta then the time zone is a day ahead the end-user’s time zone.

On Windows, a World Clocks icon will be in the System Tray of the Taskbar.  On macOS,  a World 
Clocks icon will be in the Status Menu of the Menu Bar (top bar). On Linux, if Java Desktop class is 
supported then the World Clocks icon for Gnome will be in the "Notification Area" and for KDE, the 
icon will be in the "System Tray".

On Windows, when the end-user runs the World Clocks installer, a short-cut to World Clocks will be 
placed in the end-user’s Start-Up folder.  Hence, every time the end-user starts their PC/laptop, World 
Clocks will automatically start.
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World Clocks has full language support for the following 55 languages: Amharic, Arabic, Azerbaijani, 
Bengali, Cebuano, Chinese (Mandarin China), Chinese (Mandarin Taiwan), Czech, Danish, Dutch, 
English, Finnish, French, German, Greek, Gujarati, Hausa, Hebrew, Hindi, Hungarian, Igbo, 
Indonesian, Italian, Japanese, Javanese, Kannada, Korean, Malay, Malayalam, Marathi, Norwegian, 
Panjabi, Pashto, Persian, Polish, Portuguese, Romanian, Russian, Shona, Sindhi, Spanish, Sundanese, 
Swahili, Swedish, Tamil, Telugu, Thai, Turkish, Ukrainian, Urdu, Uzbek, Vietnamese, Xhosa, Yoruba 
and Zulu.

1.2 Prerequisites
This section provides the minimum supported software levels.

1.2.1 Operating System
World Clocks is capable of running on the following operating system platforms:

 Windows 7/8/8.1/10
 Linux x86 64-bit (Desktop)
 macOS (Mac OS X) 10.8 or higher
 Raspberry Pi (ARM)
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2 Installing World Clocks
This chapter will describe the installation and registration of World Clocks.

2.1 Installation

2.1.1 Windows Installation

To install World Clocks on Windows, do the following instructions:

• Run the install program called: wc-setup-withjre.exe
• The installer follows the standard Windows install procedures and provides default values for 

the user.
• When the install program has completed execution, there will be a newly created folder under 

Start -> All Programs called World Clocks. 
• To run World Clocks, select the World Clocks icon from within the World Clocks folder. 

2.1.2 Linux Installation

To install World Clocks on Linux x86 64-bit, do the following instructions:

• First, the user needs to set the 'execute' permission for the installer program:

chmod +x wc-setup-linux.bin

• Next, run the installer with the following command:

./wc-setup-linux.bin

• The installer will prompt the user for the installation directory.  The default value will be 
'Capitalware/MQVE3/'.

• To run World Clocks, go to the installation directory and issue the following command:

./wc
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2.1.3 macOS Installation
To install World Clocks on macOS, do the following:

• Double click the World_Clocks.dmg file to open it
• Follow the instructions on the opened DMG window and drag the World Clocks icon to the 

Applications folder.
• Close the DMG window and then eject the DMG
• To run World Clocks, go to the Application folder and double click on World Clocks

2.1.4 Raspberry Pi Installation
To install World Clocks on Raspberry Pi, do the following:

1. ftp or copy the selected wc-RaspberryPi.tar.zip file to the target platform
2. Unzip the wc-RaspberryPi.tar.zip to an appropriate directory with the following commands:

unzip wc-RaspberryPi.tar.zip
tar -xvf wc-RaspberryPi.tar

3. Change directory to Capitalware/WC/
4. To run World Clocks, go to the installation directory and issue the following command:

./wc
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3 Time Zones
This chapter will describe how to add and/or remove time zones from the display.

3.1 Adding a Time Zone
To add a time zone, right click on the WC main window and select Time Zones.

Next, click the Add button.

Click the drop-down button and scroll to the desired time zone and then click the OK button.
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3.2 Deleting a Time Zone
To delete a time zone, right click on the WC main window and select Time Zones.

Next, select the time zone to be deleted then click the Delete button.

Click the Yes button to remove the time zone from the display.
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3.3 Saving the Configuration
When the user is done configuring the time zones, the user needs to click the Save button before 
closing the Time Zone Configuration window.
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4 Settings
This chapter will describe how to configure the settings for WC.

• The user can select the date and/or time format to be displayed.
• The user can select either a vertical or horizontal layout.
• The user can select either a round or rectangle country flag.
• The user can select the font size for the ‘Time’ that is displayed.
• The user can select whether or not the application is displayed on the Taskbar.
• The user can select whether or not the application is always on top.
• The user can select whether or not the application is displayed normally or in dark mode.

Finally, to save the settings, the user needs to click the Save button.
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5 Reset View
This section will describe how to reset the view of WC if the display is not correct.

Simply right click on the WC main window and select Reset View and the display will be reset back to 
its original settings.
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6 Taskbar Dock
This section will describe the WC icon in the Taskbar dock.

6.1 Double left click on WC icon in the Taskbar dock
When the user double left clicks on the WC icon in the Taskbar dock, WC will be brought to the 
foreground.

6.2 Right click on WC icon in the Taskbar dock
When the user right clicks on the WC icon in the Taskbar dock, the regular popup window will be 
displayed.  The user can select any item on the popup window to perform a particular action.
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7 Appendix B – World Clocks Upgrade Procedures
To upgrade an existing installation of World Clocks, please do the following in the appropriate section 
below.

7.1 Windows Upgrade
 Stop all instances of World Clocks
 Go to the Windows Control Panel and select Program and Features
 Select World Clocks and then click the Uninstall button
 Run the install program called: wc-setup-withjre.exe
 The installer follows the standard Windows install procedures and provides default values for 

the user.
 When the install program has completed execution, there will be a newly created folder under 

Start -> All Programs called World Clocks.
 To run World Clocks, select the World Clocks icon from within the World Clocks folder.

7.2 Linux Upgrade
 Stop all instances of  World Clocks
 Next, run the installer with the following command:  

./wc-setup-trial-linux.bin
 The installer will prompt the user for the installation directory.  The default value will be 

'Capitalware/MQVE3/'.
 To run World Clocks, go to the installation directory and issue the following command:

./wc

7.3 Max OS X Upgrade
 Stop all instances of  World Clocks
 Go to the Applications folder and drag the current World Clocks application to the Trash
 Double click the World_Clocks.dmg file to open it
 Follow the instructions on the opened DMG window and drag the World Clocks icon to the 

Applications folder.
 Close the DMG window and then eject the DMG
 To run World Clocks, go to the Application folder and double click on World Clocks
